Ask - What we wish or need
to receive

-James 1:5-7; 4:1-3

Seek - What we are unable to
find or what we miss

-Jer 29:13

Knock - Where we feel shut
out

-Luke records these three
imperatives immediately
after a parable about
knocking on a friend’s door
at midnight. (Luke 11:5-13)

The “Golden Rule” summarizes our horizontal
relationships with our fellow man in God’s Kingdom
Rom 13:9; Gal 5:13-15; Jam 2:8
