Pool of Bethesda

RThis was excavated in the 19th century, and was the site of
Jesus healing of the invalid in John 5:1-17

RJohn gives details about Bethesda that it was near the
“sheep gate” and had a “five roofed colonnade. This would
have placed it north of the temple and outside the city walls
during the time of Jesus.

RBethesda was two pools (North / South) and in between
those are the remains of two different churches that have
been built on the same site over the centuries.
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Burnt House (Beit Katros)

RIn the Jewish Quarter of the Old City of Jerusalem

RThis is a museum dedicated to the excavation of the charred
remains of a house from the first century AD.

<RIt was likely burned down when the Romans destroyed
Jerusalem in AD 70.

RThe house was excavated in 1970, and it was found in the
upper city where the temple priests would have resided
during this period.

RInside the house, they have found burned rocks and

charred beams, a charred Roman spearhead made of iron,
and lots of pottery and other vessels.
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Broad Wall

RA piece of the wall that remains from the 1st temple
period. It is in the Jewish Quarter of the Old City

RThe wall was excavated in 1970 and dated to the time
of King Hezekiah in late 8th century BC.

RThe length of wall fragment is 65 meters long and is

preserved in places to a height of 3.3 meters. It is 7
feet thick.
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Via Dolorosa

«rlt is the traditional path that Jesus took, forced by the
Roman soldiers, on the way to his crucifixion.

®The winding route goes from the traditional site of the
former Antonia Fortress to the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre — about 2,000 feet.

RThe current route has been established since the 18th
century, replacing various earlier versions.

Rt is today marked by nine Stations of the Cross; there have
been fourteen stations since the late 15th century, with the
remaining five stations being inside the Church of the Holy

Holy Sepulchre

RThe structure on this site has been built and rebuilt several
times from 335 AD to 1048 AD, and through modern times.

«RFrom traditions dating back to at least the fourth century,
this is the site of Golgotha (Matt 27:33; Mark 15:22; John
19:17) and Jesus’s empty tomb (Matt 27:57-28:10; Mark
15:42-16:8; Luke 23:50-24:12; John 19:38-20:10).

RThe tomb is enclosed by a 19th-century shrine called the
Aedicula.

RThe Status Quo, an understanding between religious
communities dating to 1757, applies to the site.



Holy Sepulchre

®RAs example of Status Quo, there is wooden ladder that has
been propped up on the outside of the facade since 1728.
The ladder is referred to as “immovable” due to the
agreement of the Status Quo that no cleric of the six
Christian orders may move, rearrange, or alter any property
without the consent of the other five orders.

R®The main denominations sharing property over parts of the
church are the Roman Catholic, Greek Orthodox and
Armenian Apostolic, and to a lesser degree the Coptic
Orthodox, Syriac Orthodox and Ethiopian Orthodox.
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The Garden Tomb

R On this site in the late 1800s was discovered a tomb from the
time of Jesus.

R The site was established due to doubts about whether or not the
tomb under the Church of the Holy Sepulchre was the true
burial place of Christ since it was inside the city walls.

RHowever, it was determined later that the location of the
Church of the Holy Sepulchre would have been outside the
walls of Jerusalem as they stood in the time of Jesus.

@ Whether or not it is the actual tomb of Jesus it is a great visual
aid for understanding the biblical account of the burial and
resurrection (Matt 27:57-28:10; Mark 15:42-16:8; Luke 23:50-
24:12; John 19:38-20:10), because this tomb has features that line

up with description in scripture.
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
